 The second installment in the series, “Armageddon Now: The Beast,” will be 
released in a five-part mini-series. The first edition, a 32-page soft-cover book with a 
suggested retail price of $3.99, has already hit comic book store shelves.  
 
 “With all the end times entertainment we have seen recently, this is a really 
relevant time to be reading the „Armageddon Now‟ books,” said Hotsenpiller. “Consider 
sharing them as a Christmas gift for Christians of all ages, in addition to anyone looking 
for a great read.”
